The goal of the fund is to keep Lindsay's
name and presence alive and to reflect her generous and caring spirit.

The Lindsay Rachel Giacomelli Memorial Fund is an endowment fund
administered by The Calgary Foundation; all contributions to the fund remain at
the Foundation forever. Each year 4.5% of the fund's value is used for a
charitable donation to a local cause. This donation amount is what the fund
earns over the year as an investment. Previous donations have been made to
the Calgary Zoo, the Calgary Military Museum Society, the Alberta Children's
Hospital Foundation (the Rotary / Flames House), the Calgary Health Trust
(Foothills Hospital ICU), Alberta Ballet, The Alberta Children's Hospital
Foundation, the Princess Patricia's Canadian Light Infantry Regiment (PPCLI)
Museum and Archives Gallery Renovation. Total charitable donations to date
total ~$56,000 (including donations from our Platinum Sponsors).

Thanks to your generous support last year we raised over $32,000 for the fund,
with a total fund value today at approximately $223,000! The fund will provide
charitable donations to Calgary area causes forever, all in Lindsay's name.

This year's primary donation will be made to the Mustard Seed, in support of
their affordable housing initiative. The Mustard Seed has been successfully
housing our homeless neighbors since 1994. In 2007 they formulated a plan to
create a purpose-built, affordable housing tower that would provide much-
needed housing for the homeless of Calgary. This residence will consist of 224
affordable housing units in a new 12 storey apartment building. It is located in
the heart of the Beltline community in Calgary and will support positive, lifelong
change for low-income Calgarians. Tenants and other community members will
have access to a combination of affordable housing with life skills and
employment programs offered on-site. The total cost of the initiative is $60.5
MM. The Mustard Seed public campaign has been set at $20 MM and to date
approximately $11 MM has been raised.

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RULES - TEXAS SCRAMBLE

Each player hits their drive and the captain selects the best eligible
drive and all players hit their second shot from that spot. Same with
the second shots until on the green. All players putt from the
selected shot that is on the green and continue from the best putt
until the ball is in the hole. Putts within the leather of the Captains
putter are considered gimmees.

Each person on the foursome must use 4 drives. Threesomes use 5
drives.

No consecutive shots until on the putting surface (fringe doesn't count).
This means if player A's drive (or second, third shot) is selected, player
does notuse his/her next shot. Threesomes are exemptfromthisrule.

Captains to keep track of the number of balls shot into the sand and
water by each team member for the entire game.
